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1. Program News

The National Centre for Biosecurity has re-launched its website. New content includes an archive of all back issues of the
Biosecurity News, an archive of material from previous Biosecurity Symposiums, and a 'live feed’ of the Biosecurity News
which is updated as the editor highlights relevant stories throughout the fortnight.
